o Status of the Post-Tenure Promotion Process 

The deadline for a self-report or application is the 20th. The Chairs’ review will follow. 

The exact number of completions is not confirmed. 

There was a concern about a checkbox right before faculty submit their self-report, which 

implies that the faculty accept the terms of the review and implicitly eliminates their right to fill 

a grievance. Adam Caskie, Director of the Office of Decision Support, confirms that the 

language has been changed. Nothing much will be changed in terms of what’s recorded in the 

system – the system recorded only the date and time of submission and not whether a faculty 

member agreed to any terms. Therefore, the faculty member is not waiving any rights by clicking 

the checkbox so those who already submitted and checked the box don’t need to worry. This is 

likely a result of migrating the Tenure and Promotion template. The intention was to ensure that 

the faculty acknowledges that the documents that have been provided are accurate.
