V.  The Institution will report to FIO KML any changes to the status of the Institution’s approved IACUC protocol.
VI.  The Institution will comply with all FIO KML rules, SOPs, and policies regarding the use of the KML facilities.

VIl.  The Institution’s qualified research personnel participate in the Institution’s occupational health and safety
program.

The FIO KML may provide veterinary or husbandry care to animals owned by the Institution while present at the
KML facilities that KML deems necessary to preserve the life or health of the animals or to ensure compliance
with federal laws, regulations, and policies on a fee for service basis, and the Institution
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
